10. Note on the main mission of the Youth Investment Bank, presented by the Minister of East African
Community Affairs, Youth, Sports and Culture.

The Youth Investment Bank was created with the aim of contributing to the financing of developme
initiated by young people which are organized in groups or companies.

Its mandate is to grant loans to youth groups at preferential rates not exceeding 7% without the co
mortgages required by commercial banks.

While this bank has not yet started to implement its initial mission, during a General Assembly of th
Directors of the Bank, a decision was taken on September 2, 2020, to grant commercial |oans to
operators.

This decision henceforth gives the Bank the status of a commercial bank and relegates the main m
which it was created to the background.

The Note shows a series of proposals for the Bank to operate within the framework of its mandate, i
the revision of certain texts which govern it, especially at the level of the Board of Directors to comg
Government's vision in favor of investment for the young.
